 For the next several weeks, different 

authors will explore the seven “I Am” state-

ments that John takes careful effort to hand 

down to us. Instead of worrying too much about  

timelines or specific events, John seems to 

have a more thematic approach to his Gospel 

(this is why the other three, which have so 

much in common, are called the synoptic Gos-

pels, and John is an outlier unto himself!). So 

there are several miracles that take center 

stage for John, and several specific lessons 

that he teaches that John will focus our atten-

tion on for specific reasons.  

 One of those themes is this idea of Je-

sus as something … more. “Before Abraham 

was, I AM.” is more than a bold statement by 

Jesus in John 8:58– it’s a direct declaration of 

his deity! When we read about Jesus as proph-

et, priest, and king over the last month, those 

were enough to keep any person busy. Now, 

Jesus declares those roles to be secondary to 

his true nature, the embodiment of God among 

mankind. Russ gives us several things to think 

about this week about those implications. Re-

member to take these as devotional readings– 

you will be familiar with the ideas: the purpose 

is not to teach something new, but to marvel at 

the majesty once again of what it means to say 

that Jesus is God among us! Read a little each 

day, and be blessed!
